* Value Genesis Study in 2010 examined factors related to the
development in religious faith in 2,200 twelfth grade students.

The most important factor that nurtured their faith was attending
an SDA School.

381% of students attending an Adventist School said attending an
Adventist school was the most important thing that has helped
me develop my religious faith.
